Healthy Snack Recipes: Baked Tortilla 
Chips 

 

Ingredients: 1 pound package corn tortillas; 1 tbsp.. Vege-

table oil; 3 tbsp. lime juice; 1 tsp. ground cumin; 1 tsp. 

chili powder; 1 tsp. salt. 
 

Directions: Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.  Cut tortilla 

into 8 chip sized wedges and arrange the wedges in a sin-

gle layer on a cookie sheet.  In a mister, combine the oil 

and lime juice.  Mix well and spray each tortilla wedge 

until slightly moist.  Combine the cumin, chili powder and 

salt in a small bowl and spring on the chips.  Bake for 

about 7 minutes.  Rotate the pan and bake for another 8 

minutes or until the chips are crisp, but not too brown.  

Serve with salsas, garnishes or guacamole.

Student Voice: Pahoa. HI by Zechariah Hose-See 
 

On one of the busiest, craziest sides on the island of Hawaii, lies a 

small town near the tip of Kumukahi off the island called Pahoa 

(meaning in English Dagger). Pahoa the most free spirited, happiest 

place on the island also known as the ôCapital of Dreadlocksõ. Alt-

hough it may seem like any ordinary town in Hawaii, it hides a lot 

of history and truth about the Big Island. This will be a series of 

articles about Pahoa town and our school, so with all of that said, 

let's hop right into this.   

 

Before Us - In the early through the late 1900s the sugar and lum-

ber industry was reaching a great peak. Through those years Pahoa 

was one of the biggest sugar plantations on the island. The biggest 

companyõs plantation workers usually worked for the Pahoa Lum-

ber Mill and The Puna Sugar Company. Pahoa was a plantation 

town filled with many different races like Asian, Portuguese, and 

Hawaiians. These immigrants created railway systems from deep in 

Pahoa to Hilo (the nearest seaport) and schools and homes for the 

children and families. You can see old tracks if you look for them. 

Finally, another interesting thing is that most of the buildings here 

were built by the plantation workers, and they are still up today. 

The Pahoa Village Road has a lot of stores, but these buildings have 

been through a lot like storms, hurricanes, earthquakes, and nearby 

lava flows. They are still standing providing us with a reminder into 

our past.
